GRANTEE AUDIT REPORT REQUIREMENT

If Grantee expends financial assistance with a cumulative total of $750,000 or more of State funds during Grantee’s fiscal year, Grantee is required to comply with the State Single Audit Act. (2 AAC 45.010)   If Grantee expends financial assistance with a cumulative total of $1,000,000 or more of Federal funds during Grantee’s fiscal year, Grantee is required to comply with the Federal Single Audit Act.  (OMB Uniform Guidance 2 CFR 200)

Grantee shall provide AHFC with a copy of any audit report conducted of Grantee’s expenditure of funds provided under this Grant Agreement by the earlier of (A) thirty (30) days after receipt of the report or (B) nine (9) months after the end of the audit period.


If Grantee is subject to a Cost Allocation Plan under 15 AAC 154.776, Grantee shall also provide AHFC with a copy of any audit report conducted of Grantee’s expenditure of grant funds from other sources.
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
